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Newton’s tomb  Issac Newton( 1642-1747) was considered as the single most important contributor of the science world. He came up with the 3 Laws of motion (laws of inertia, action and reaction, and acceleration proportional to force). His Tomb is located at Westminster Abbey. The monument was sculpted by Michael Rysbrack (1694-1770), and the architect was William Kent (1685-1748), in 1731. It is made from white and grey marble, and has Latin inscription in the bottom.
