Claude Grouard Archbishop Pierre-Emile-Jean-Baptiste-Marie Grouard was a priest in Canada for nearly 70 years, 40 of which were spent as Archbishop of Grouard McLennan. He was appointed archbishop in 1873. Grouard was also an artist who painted many of the murals and paintings that adorn the walls of the church in Fort Chipewyan, Alberta. It is certainly possible that Brown knew of this man and used his name to associate a Catholic and an art lover with a guard in the Louvre. It is especially appropriate because in this chapter, Grouard the security guard is defending a painting with an ostensibly religious theme – Madonna of the Rocks.
In addition, the actualt first name of the archbishop references both John the Baptist (Jean Baptiste) and a Mary (Marie), who could be either the Virgin Mary or Mary Magdalene. This ties in with the Priory of Sion, an organization central to The Da Vinci Code. The Priory of Sion was and is extremely interested in both John the Baptist and Mary Magdalene (Picknett and Prince, The Templar Revelation, © 1997).

What painting is directly across from the Mona Lisa? Is Madonna of the Rocks in that room? Madonna of the Rocks is in fact in the art collection at the Louvre. Its counterpart, Virgin of the Rocks, is on display at the National Gallery in London, England. However, the Virtual Tour which the Louvre offers does not show that painting when it shows the room, nor is one able to see if the Mona Lisa is in fact across from Madonna of the Rocks. What is also interesting is that the Encyclopaedia Britannica lists the two paintings as having the same name: both are called The Virgin of the Rocks. The earlier one is housed in the Louvre, and the later in the National Gallery.

Angel Uriel The Angel Uriel is in the painting Madonna of the Rocks, by Leonardo da Vinci. In it, he is holding one of the two children. The child is traditionally believed to be John the Baptist. Uriel is also making a slicing gesture with one hand.

Angel Uriel is also known as an archangel. He is in the same category as other archangels such as Michael, Gabriel, and Raphael. His name means “fire of God” in Hebrew, and as a result is generally regarded as an angel of terror or destruction. Uriel is not a particularly prominent angel in the Christian faith.
