Nekkudot  also NEKUDOT Like most early Semitic alphabetic writing systems, the Alef-Bet has no vowels. People who are fluent in the language do not need vowels to read Hebrew, and most newspapers, magazines, or books of general use written in Hebrew are written without vowels. Around the 8th century, the Rabbis realized the need for aids to pronunciation, so they developed a system of dots and dashes called Nikud (points). These dots and dashes are written above, below or inside the letter, in ways that do not alter the spacing of the line. Text containing these markings is referred to as "pointed" text.
