The Grail (See also Chapter 38).  In many versions of the Holy Grail legend, the Grail is shown as a cup or chalice containing the blood of Jesus Christ, “a silver platter, a cauldron of plenty, a stone from heaven, a dish, a fish, a dove, a sword, a spear, a lance, a secret book, manna from heaven, a severed head, a blinding white light, a table, and much else.”   One conventional view of the Grail is that it is a chalice that held the blood of Christ and that Joseph of Arimathea brought it to Britain. Joseph is believed to have taken it to Glastonbury in southern England.  This chalice was believed to be used at the Last Supper and also at the Crucifixion to collect the blood of Jesus.  The person who collected the blood is different in different stories: some say Joseph of Arimathea, some say Nicodemus, and some say Mary Magdalene.  “The earliest Grail romances were written down in the twelfth and thirteenth centuries, with a great number written between 1190 and 1240, though the story seems to have had an earlier oral tradition.  These dates coincide with the rise of the Knights Templar in medieval Europe.” There are many Grail stories, and most of them do not agree with each other.  The idea that the Holy Grail is a symbol of the bloodline of Jesus Christ is a modern belief.  Many modern writers of today claim that this idea was known before by Priory of Sion, and the members of this society encoded the idea in their works of art and architecture.  Connected with this idea is that Mary Magdalene married Jesus and bore him a child.
