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George Matthew Jr. is Organist of St. Stephen’s Episcopal Church, Middlebury, Vermont and has been Carillonneur of Middlebury College and Norwich University since 1986. He is also accompanist for the Middlebury College/Community Chorus and organist for All Souls Interfaith Gathering in Shelburne, Vermont. Mr. Matthew served churches in NY and CT before moving to VT. His most recent positions in CT were Organist and Choirmaster of St. Andrew’s Episcopal Church and Temple Sinai in Stamford, CT. He served as Carillonneur of First Presbyterian Church of Stamford, CT from 1968 to 1998. In 1990 he made the USA presentation at the Congress of the World Carillon Federation in Zutphen, Netherlands. He has made 12 carillon concert tours of Europe and 33 of the USA, and in 2004 was the first American to play carillon in Russia at the new St. Petersburg carillon. Also in 2005 he was named Artist of the Year by the Vermont Chapter American Guild of Organists. He has presented organ recitals in Netherlands, German, Denmark, Canada and the eastern USA. Mr. Matthew is a graduate of Columbia, Bridgeport, and Wesleyan Universities. He studied organ with Hugh Ross, Arthur Lloyd and Ernest White, and carillon with Arthur Bigelow and Frank Law. For the past 10 years he has presented an annual recital of Russian organ music for the Russian School of the Middlebury College Summer Language Schools at Mead Chapel.
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
