As part of a course on modern Russian literature in the fall of 2008 students prepared projects designed to utilize the available technology to provide an in  depth overview of a writer, a work or a period. The results are presented here.

Colin Flercher-Smith used wetpaint to create web project detailing The Thaw in Russian literature. Based on published materials this site compiles and provides hyperlinks to authors and events related to that historical phenomenon.
