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Rosslyn Chapel  Located in Edinburgh, Scotland, and also known as St. Matthew’s Collegiate Church, this site functions as a church as well as a tourist attraction.  Established in 1446 by Sir William St. Clair, the church houses many architectural and artistic attractions and the engravings which Brown refers are present within the chapel.  The building itself is only a portion of what was to be a much larger building.  However, the complete construction was never finished.
