Pont des Saint-Peres:  In The Da Vinci Code, Robert Langdon’s GPS dot is thrown on a truck which turns right onto this street after heading south and crossing the Seine on Pont du Carrousel.  The logistics of this scene are accurate as this map (www.mapquest.com) portrays.  The star is where Pont des Saints-Peres begins.
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Exodus The departure or going out, usually of a body of persons from a country for the purpose of settling elsewhere.  While this is most commonly used as a Biblical allusion, referring to the exodus of the Jews out of Egypt, in The Da Vinci Code the term is used to describe the movement of the DCPJ as they attempted to surround the twin bed truck into which they believe Langdon had jumped.
