The Holy Grail is generally considered to be the cup that Jesus drank from at the Last Supper, and which was later used to catch his blood while I was on the cross. It was thought to have mysterious healing powers. It figures largely in Arthurian legends as the ultimate goal for a knight who was pure of character and intent. Knights would set off on a quest for the Holy Grail, not so much for the sake of the Grail itself, but more for self-fulfillment. Details of the legends vary, but the secret to the Grail is often connected to a “fisher-king” and to a wasteland. Only the best and purest of knights could find the Grail. In reality, this secret chalice, if it ever existed, has not been found.

Five pointed pentacle of Venus – ties to the Rose, Compass Rose The pentacle was probably discovered by astronomers in the Euphrates-Tigris region around 4000 B.C. It has since been used by a variety of different cultures to represent different things. One of these was the goddess Venus, who was also represented by an 8 pointed star. The pentacle is also identified with the war goddess Ischtar or Astarte. To this day the five pointed star appears on military uniforms and vehicles. 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Eros, Greek god of love “In Greek religion, god of love. In the Theogony of Hesiod (fl. 700 BC), Eros was a primeval god, son of Chaos, the original primeval emptiness of the universe; but later tradition made him the son of Aphrodite, goddess of sexual love and beauty, by either Zeus (the king of the gods), Ares (god of war and of battle), or Hermes (divine messenger of the gods). Eros was god not simply of passion but also of fertility. His brother was Anteros, the god of mutual love, who was sometimes described as his opponent. The chief associates of Eros were Pothos and Himeros (Longing and Desire). Later writers assumed the existence of a number of Eroses (like the several versions of the Roman Amor). In Alexandrian poetry he degenerated into a mischievous child. In archaic art he was represented as a beautiful winged youth but tended to be made younger and younger until, by the Hellenistic period, he was an infant. Purist Documents I found no mention of the purist other than in The Da Vinci Code. The concept has been redily embraced by some. “On page 256 of The Da Vinci Code, Dan Brown reveals that along with Magdalene's skeleton, are thousands of pages of hidden documents called The Purist Documents. The documents were written by early followers of Jesus and they recount how he is a fully human prophet and teacher. These documents were allegedly hidden after Emperor Constantine convened two councils at which he declared that Jesus was equally God and human.

This is where the story merges with Unitarian history, particularly our religious forebears, the Arian Christians. Arius, the Bishop of Alexandria, believed that Jesus was created by God but not equal to God. Consequently, Jesus did not always exist, and Jesus may have done very human things such as marry, make love, and have children. Other early church leaders believed that Jesus could not be God and be married, and have children. Whether fully divine or fully human, the question can be asked, why couldn't Jesus marry, make love, and have children?

The rest of the Christian world very much wants to separate eros and agape, or in over simplified terms, physical love and friendship love. This book suggest to the reader that love, when it is equal, non-manipulating, and mutual, whether sexual or in friendship, is equally sharing in the sacred, or the divine. King Dagobert, Pepin d’Heristal - King Dagobert II of the Merovingian line was assassinated in 679, and it is not known whether or not his son Sigebert IV escaped. The theory to which Brown alludes is that the parchment found by Sauniere (see Sauniere) proves that Sigebert IV did escape and have children, which means that the bloodline of the Merovingians survived. The Vatican or Pepin d’Herstal, who ruled the castle after the assassation, may have been responsible, but there is not enough proof to conclude that this is historical fact.
