Field Rifles Collet’s men are armed with these as they surround Teabing’s estate in The Da Vinci Code.  The standard issue “field rifle” for a DCPJ agent is the French FAMAS 1, a powerful rifle .757 meters in length weighing 3.61 kgs.  The FAMAS has a range of 300 meters and is capable of discharging 900-1000 rounds a minute.  With the standard 25 round clip, this is almost a clip a second. 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Side Arms  The side arm most commonly used by the DCPJ is the Glock 19.  This is a small compact pistol 17.4 cm in length weighing only 595 grams.  It is capable of holding rounds of 10, 15, and 17.  www.extrascientia.fateback.com
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Surveillance Cachee  This is a term used by Brown to describe the methods used to catch Robert Langdon in The Da Vinci Code.   Surveillance  Cachee is a way of electronic eaves dropping.  In The Da Vinci Code, the gps dot that is dropped in Langdon’s coat is an instrument of surveillance cachee.

Night Vision Binoculars  Collet uses this device to look at the armored truck outside of Teabing’s estate.  Night Vision Binoculars are binoculars that gather exisiting ambient light and convert protons into electrons.  The converted electrons are then amplified through a chemical and electric process at which point they are converted back into light.  This process allows one to see relatively clearly in green hues in almost complete darkness.  (www.atncorp.com,  October 13, 2004)
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Beechcraft Baron 58  The plane Bishop Aringarosa travels over the Tyrrhenian Sea in.  The Beechcraft is a small plane with a length of 29 feet and a wingspan of 38 feet built by Raytheon an American airplane company.  It was originally built in 1961 and production continued up through 1998.  It weighs 3236 pounds and can carry five to six people.  The range of this particular plane is 1836 km and it cruises at 348 km/h.
