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Iambic Pentameter – a style of writing verses in which lines consist of five feet, each being an iamb with a stressed syllable following an unstressed syllable. The balance and unity of the two opposite syllables is reputedly representative of the Priory of Sion’s goals and of Da Vinci’s hidden messages of unification of the male and sacred feminine. Preserved are personal lyric poems speaking out against his Noble father, and the earliest Greek examples of poetry employing the elegiac couplet and iambic pentameter.
