A Celebration of the 500th Anniversary of the world’s first carillons; observed this summer throughout Belgium, the Netherlands and Germany.

Automatic clock chimes, operated from a mechanism resembling a giant music box, were common in the 15th century. In 1510, keyboards were first applied to sets of bells in Oudenaarde, Belgium, and Lübeck, Germany. Accordingly, the program opens with a work by Lübeck’s great composer, Dietrich Buxtehude.
